This is to inform that Official Language Implementation Committee meeting was held on 

07.07.2021 at ICFRE, Dehradun where various issues related to implementation of Official 

Language Hindi were discussed with all the Institutions and Centers under the Council. In the 

meeting some guidelines were issued to promote Hindi correspondence and use of Hindi in 

official work. Forest Research Institute is an office of the Central Government located in the 'A' 

region, so it is our constitutional responsibility to ensure compliance with the rules related to the 
official language. Therefore, the following instructions are being laid down to make official 

language implementation more compitable and elaborated in vision: 

(1) Make every effort to achieve the goals set in the Annual Programme 2021-22 released by 
the Department of Official Language, Ministry of Home Affairs, Government of India. 

(2) As per section 3(3) of the Official Language Act, 1963 all General Orders, Office 

Memorandums, Circulars, Rules, Notifications, Administrative Reports, Press Releases, 
Advertisements, all reports which are to be placed before any house of parliamant or both 
houses, Agreements, Tender ect. must be issued bilingually, i.e. in Hindi and English. 

(3) Answers to the letters received in Hindi under Rule No 5 of Official Language Rules, 
1976 must be given in Hindi only. 

(4) This Institute comes under 'A' region, so it is expected that answers to all types of letters 
received in English Language should be given in Hindi. Letters may be issued in bilingual 
form also (Hindi-English) as per requirement. 

(5) In order to achieve 100% target of Hindi /bilingual correspondence, all letters should be 
submitted in Hindi/bilingual. The signing officer should ensure that no letter is issued in 
English only other than Hindi/Bilingual. 

(6) Noting should be prepared in Hindi in all the files of the Institute and all Concerned 
Officers and Employees should start the noting in Hindi language. 

Apart from the above points, compliance of all other official language rules should be 

ensured.
